NURSERY VOLUNTEER: Love and nurture infants and young babies while their parents attend church. Must be 18 years
of age or older!

BIBLE STUDY CLASSROOM LEADER: Provide leadership by mentoring Classroom Assistants. Oversee Bible story and
Bible learning activities (curriculum & materials provided). Form loving relationships with preschoolers and parent.

BIBLE STUDY CLASSROOM ASSISTANT: Assist the lead teacher in doing Bible learning activities and forming loving
relationships with preschoolers and parents.

PRESCHOOL SUBSTITUTE: Assist on an “as needed” basis in a specific age group during Bible Study hour.

PRESCHOOL GREETER: Greet children and parents as they arrive to their classrooms. Help children and parents feel
welcome and comfortable. Facilitate the security check-in and check-out procedures.

SPECIAL NEEDS CLASSROOM ASSISTANT: Assist lead teacher by interacting with children of all ages with special needs
to provide a nurturing and loving environment where they can learn about Jesus.

GRADE SCHOOL

KIDS TOWN WORSHIP SHEPHERD: Sits with a group of children during worship time. Participates in worship, modeling
worship behavior & enforcing behavioral guidelines. Interacts and builds relationships with children.

DRAMA (KIDS TOWN WORSHIP/GRADE SCHOOL BIBLE STUDY): Interact with teachers and children through drama
and perform skits as needed.

BIBLE STUDY AND KIDS TOWN GREETERS: Greet children and parents as they arrive to their classrooms. Help make
children and parents feel welcome. Facilitate security check-in and out procedures.

BIBLE STUDY SMALL GROUP LEADER: Lead children in a small group environment of 8-10 kids. Present and reinforce
the lesson through small group activities and discussion. Interact with children to develop meaningful relationships and re-
flect Christ to them, ministering to both children and their parents on a personal level.

BIBLE STUDY LARGE GROUP LEADER: Present the Bible lesson in a dynamic way using creative story telling to large
group of children.
