BIBLE STUDY CLASSROOM LEADER:  Enlist, mentor, and encourage teaching team.  Lead the class in teaching the curriculum.  
Establish relationships with both children and parents.  
 
BIBLE STUDY CLASSROOM ASSISTANT:  Assist the lead teacher in doing Bible learning activities and forming loving  relationships 
with preschoolers and parents. 
 
NURSERY VOLUNTEER:  Love and nurture young babies while their parents attend church.  Must be 18 years of age or older. 
 
PRESCHOOL SUBSTITUTE:  Assist on an as needed basis in a specific age group area during the Bible Study hour. 
 
KIDS CLUB LARGE GROUP LEADER:  Present the Bible lesson in a dynamic way using creative story telling to a large group of Pre
-K children.  Lessons, props, interactive tools and other resources are provided by the ministry. 
 
KIDS CLUB DRAMA & PUPPETS:  Interact with teachers using various puppets.  Perform skits as needed. 

 
WEEKEND RESOURCE ASSISTANT:  Assist preschool leadership team and Bible study teachers with resource needs during  week-
end services. 
 
 

GRADE SCHOOL  
 
KIDS TOWN WORSHIP SHEPHERD:  Sits with a group of children during worship time.  Participates in worship, modeling behavior 
and enforcing behavioral guidelines.  Interacts and builds relationships with children. 
 
DRAMA & PUPPETS (KIDS TOWN WORSHIP/GRADE SCHOOL BIBLE STUDY):  Interact with teachers and children through 
drama and perform skits as needed. 
 
BIBLE STUDY & KIDS TOWN GREETERS:  Greet children and parents as they arrive to their classrooms.  Help make children and 
parents feel welcome.  Facilitate security check-in and check-out procedures. 
 
BIBLE STUDY SMALL GROUP LEADER:  Lead children in a small group environment of 8-10 kids.  Present and reinforce the les-
son through small group activities and discussion.  Interact with children to develop meaningful relationships and reflect Christ to 
them, ministering to both children and their parents on a personal level. 
 
BIBLE STUDY LARGE GROUP LEADER:  Present the Bible lesson in a dynamic way using creative story telling to a large group of 
Pre-K children.  Lessons, props, interactive tools and other resources are provided by the ministry.

BIBLE STUDY ASSISTANT: Assist on an “as needed” basis to lead a large or small group during a Bible Study hour. 
 
MOVE AND LEARN CLASSROOM ASSISTANT:  Assist Lead Teacher in class designed to meet the needs of K-3rd graders who 
require a smaller learning environment to accommodate their learning styles.  Weekly or bi-weekly. 
 
COMPUTER LAB TEAM:  Help set up and maintain rotation for Bible Study small groups. Train and supervise children in the com-
puter lab. Maintain and operate computers. 
 
MEDIA TEAM:  Help set up and maintain equipment in grade school classrooms.  Assist with media needs during transition.  Assist 
during Large Group with media equipment and computers. 
 
ALL STAR SLIDE, ROCK WALL MONITOR:  Monitor the use of the slide and rock wall to ensure safety and age guidelines are fol-
lowed. 
 
ALL STAR STORE, SNACK SHACK TEAM:  Assist with before service set up of All Star Store and Snack Shack.  Assist kids with 
purchases at All Star Store and the 5th grade Snack Shack. 
 

 

ADDITIONAL OPPORTUNITIES 
 

RESOURCE ASSISTANT:  Help stock and restock supply tubs for Bible Study.   Help inventory supplies, make copies and keep re-
source room organized. 
 
CLERICAL ASSISSTANT:  Assist Preschool or Grade School staff with clerical duties for a few hours each week. 

 
SPECIAL EVENTS TEAM:  Assist with various special events throughout the year Father/Daughter Date Night, summer camps, VBS, 
Pancakes for Preschoolers and Fall Festival.  
 
PARENT PAGER TEAM:  Welcome families and assist in facilitation automated check-in system.  Basic data entry skills required for 
most positions.  Warm, friendly smile and hospitable attitude a must!
